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Texas Organic Lawn Care LLC’s general fertilizer program is designed to benefit yards that are not in crisis mode but just need the extra nutrients to sustain plant growth.  Our program runs from February to September with 5 applications of different materials that will optimize your soil health and plant growth.

February – Corn Gluten Meal

Corn gluten meal is the high-protein fraction of corn. Nature's Guide® Corn Gluten Meal is an exceptionally pure, 60% protein corn gluten that is used as a natural lawn fertilizer. Application in the early spring and again in the fall is recommended. Corn gluten meal should not be applied to areas planned for new seeding, because it may interfere with germination.

9-0-0 analysis.

April – 6-1-4 Fertilizer

This premium, all-natural, manure-free fertilizer, in easy-to-spread pellets, contains triacontanol, a natural growth stimulant.  Excellent for healthy roots and lush growth in lawns, flowers, vegetable gardens and container plants, and is clean, green and pleasant to use.

May – Alfalfa Meal

This effective soil amendment contains plant nutrients, vitamins, proteins and amino acids to improve plant growth and beneficial soil organisms.  Dehydrated alfalfa meal is a source of triacontanol, a natural plant growth stimulator.

June – 6-1-4 Fertilizer

We apply the 6-1-4 fertilizer before the peak of summer to help sustain plant growth in the heat and often drought like conditions of Texas.

September – Corn Gluten Meal

We apply Corn meal gluten again in the fall to provide the soil with nutrients for the winter and start of spring.

A good fertilizer program is just a starting point for a properly maintained yard.  Other factors that need to be considered are mowing height, water frequency and depth, aeration and mulch.  We take all factors into consideration when determining the proper height your lawn should be mowed at.  More shade requires taller grass blades and St. Augustine grass needs to be maintained taller then Bermuda grass.  Water usage during the summer is a lot higher then during the winter, so having your sprinkler system adjusted each season is crucial to proper growth and prevention of disease and pest infestation.  If your soil is too compacted due to people or pet traffic, you may need to aerate so that the roots can get air and water.  Taking each of these factors into consideration will go a long way towards a healthy lush lawn that you can enjoy.
